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	As we focus on meeting the needs of others and making them happy, we become conduits of God’s love to those people. And as we pour out, God pours into us.

	“Sometimes you can become rich by being generous or poor by being greedy. Generosity will be rewarded”. (Proverbs 11:24-25)
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	When you fall short, ask God to help you keep trying. 

	“A righteous man may fall seven times and rise again.” (Proverbs 24:16)
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	God does have a plan for each of us. Not only that, but He wants to let us in on that plan and work with us to bring it to pass.

	“In all your ways acknowledge the Lord, and He will direct your paths.” (Proverbs 3:6)
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	It can often take effort to be kind. It doesn't come naturally to us, the way it does to God, but the rewards are real.
